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Introduction

This short dictionary is the first published work in Lamjung Yolmo. It is
not intended to be an exhaustive lexical inventory of the language, but is
just one component of on-going documentation of the language. Instead
of leaving this work languishing in a database this dictionary is an
opportunity to give something back to the Lamjung Yolmo speaking
community and to share with a wider audience at the same time. A
sketch grammar of Lamjung Yolmo is currently in progress, and so there
is limited grammatical description in this volume.

There are many people who helped make this dictionary happen. The
Yolmo speakers of Lamjung gave their time and enthusiasm to this
project. In Australia there were also lots of people who made this work
happen. I would like to thank my supervisor Barbara Kelly for her
advice and Rachel Nordlinger and Nick Thieberger for publishing this
dictionary as part of their ARC grant “Doing great things with small
languages.” I'd also like to thank Nick for his technical knowledge and
patience, and the crew in the Language Documentation Lab for their
support as well as my family and friends. The images in this dictionary
were drawn by Christine Gawne.

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About Lamjung Yolmo

Relation to other languages

Lamjung Yolmo is a Tibeto-Burman language spoken in the Lamjung
district of Nepal. It is a closely related dialect of Yolmo spoken in the
Helambu and Melamchi valley areas north of Kathmandu. Yolmo has
also been known as Yohlmo, Hylomo and Helambu Sherpa. It is also
very closely related to Kagate, spoken in the Ramechhap district further
east. Lamjung Yolmo has, in the past, also been referred to as Kagate
although speakers today much prefer the name Lamjung Yolmo.
According to various reports around 100 years ago groups left the
Melamchi and Helambu areas and migrated west to settle in Lamjung
and east to settle in Ramechhap. The languages are still very similar,
sharing around 79-87% lexical similarity (Gawne 2010), but they do
differ sufficiently in key areas such as the verb system to warrant
individual study. More broadly Lamjung Yolmo is in the Central Bodic
language family and is related to Sherpa and Lhasa Tibetan (Hari 2010,

p- D).
Speakers of Lamjung Yolmo

Lamjung Yolmo speakers are of ethnic Tibetan decent and practice
Buddhism of the Nyingma school. There are around six villages of
Lamjung Yolmo speakers, with another group residing in the district
capital Besisahar. Although their society is traditionally agrarian in
recent years many people have migrated to cities and to work overseas
so it is difficult to get a good idea of how many speakers there are. A
rough estimate would be less than 700 speakers. The migration and
growing preference for Nepali as a home language indicates a declining
use in Lamjung Yolmo.

Dictionary structure

The dictionary is divided into three main sections. The first is the
Lamjung Yolmo to English and Nepali trilingual section. In this section
the headwords are in Devanagari but there is also a transliteration into
Latin orthography for those unfamiliar with Devanagari. This section
includes detailed English and Nepali definitions and some words also
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have illustrations.

The second section is a Nepali to Lamjung Yolmo finder list, and the
third section is an English to Lamjung Yolmo finder list. These are more
minimal than the first section. The English word list is presented in
English alphabetical order.

Orthography

For this dictionary Lamjung Yolmo has been written in Devanagari.
Although the traditional Tibetan script is more appropriate for the sound
system of Lamjung Yolmo, there are very few speakers who are literate
in the Tibetan script. In contrast many people are at least somewhat
familiar with the Nepali alphabet. Where a sound does not exist
generally a digraph has been crated from two symbols. For example, the
voiceless lateral sound 'lh' has been represented with ©g. Readers of Hari
and Lama's (2004) dictionary of Yolmo will find that the orthography is
quite similar, although it has been modified for Lamjung Yolmo.

Below is a table of consonants with the Devanagari symbol and the
English transliteration. The table is in the same alphabetical order that
the dictionary is presented in and has been divided up into groups.

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Lamjung Yolmo has five vowels and each can be long or short. There is
one character for word initial vowels and another for vowels when they
occur elsewhere. Unlike Nepali there are no inherent vowels, all vowels
are written explicitly. The word initial and regular forms of the vowels
and their English transliterations are given in their alphabetical order
below. The short forms are given with the letter <.

Lamjung Yolmo is a tone language. It has only two tones, high and low,
which are on the initial syllable of a word. There are some phonological
constraints on tone, for example aspirated sounds are always high tone
and voice sounds are always low tone.

To distinguish the tones in the Latin script diacritics are use - so fd
means hair and fa means pheasant. In the Devanagari diacritics are less
practical, and so a g (h) appears after the initial vowel if the word is low
tone and high tone is left unmarked. This is the preference of speakers.

Although the spelling system is highly regular, there is one orthographic
exception in Lamjung Yolmo. Where the word starts with / and is low
tone Lamjung Yolmo speakers prefer to put the vowel first and represent
the h with the low tone marker. So for example instead of SEgaIE
(ondon 'come') speakers prefer to write g1eats. Where this occurs it is
flagged in the first section of the dictionary.
