In the history of Nepal, the Lichchhabi 
regime, was known as the era of 
economic prosperity whereas the 
Kinraat Rai dynasties (the oldest known 
dynasty in the history of Nepal, 11th 
century to the 16th century) was known 
as the era of cultural civilization, spiritual 
consciousness as well as economic 
development. From the ancient period 
Kinraat traditionally worshiped the 
Paruhang (the lord Shiva) and Sunnima 
(goddess Parbati) as their foremost 
ancestor celebrating Sakewa half yearly 
as an important spiritual event to mark 
the occasion for remembering the holy 
souls of their ancestors. Kinraat, the 
nature worshipers, worship Paruhang 
and Sunnima and also worship the 
nature, the earth, the soil twice a year 
with the traditional dance (Sakewa 
or Chandi Naach) playing traditional 
musical instruments (dhol and jhyamta) 
in a rhythmic way to seek blessing from 
Paruhang and Sunnima and seeking 
blessings from past and immediate past 
ancestors for the good health, for the 
economic prosperity and for the growth 
and development of coming offspring. 
Thus celebrating such a unique event 
is traditionally called as Sakewa festival 
or Chandi Naach among Kinraat Rai 
community.

As a matter of fact, the mountainous 
land Nepal has long been known as 
an agricultural country, and even at 
the present context, more than 90% 
Nepalese live on agriculture. Thus no 
one can deny that the agriculture and 
human civilization came together into 
existent as far as the socio-cultural 
and socio-economic history of Nepal 
is concerned. Subsequently agriculture 
had been adopted as an important 
occupation traditionally and considered 
as the base of life from the ancient 
time what was also reflected in the 
kinraat cultures and festivals. They 
worshiped the nature, as well as god 
and goddess Paruhang and Sunnima 
during the festivals seeking blessings 
and good agricultural products which 
are essential for continuation of life in 
the earth. Kinraat celebrated twice a 
year unbhaulee ( going uphills) and 
undhoulee ( going downhills) every six 
months by playing dhols and jhyamtas 
and dancing in line with rhythmic 
actions. As they enthusiastically dance 
with full of zest, expressing their heart 
felt gratitude to the nature and to the 
gods and goddesses with varieties of 
artistic expressions and actions of limbs 
and gestures in the sakewa dance. The 
unique gestures and dance actions 
are traditionally called as “sakewa 
shilli”. Sakewa shilli action and notation 
expresses human activities routinely 
performed in agriculture; like spinning 
treads and weaving clothes and sowing 
seeds, harvesting crops. Some shilli 

of sakewa dance even mimic different 
acts of animals and birds living in the 
natural environment close to human 
beings. Literally sakewa dance means 
showing enormous respect to the soul 
of ancestors for giving the grace to their 
offspring, which basically are similar 
to all kinraat Rai communities besides 
some minor adaptations.

Unbhaulee:

As the winter wanes Ubhaulee starts 
from the month of Phagun to the last 
of Shrawan (March-August), seasons 
changes to become warm, and as the 
beautiful creation of the nature like 
plants, shrubs, bushes start shining 
showing their first buds in spring and the 
flowers blossom extending to the whole 
landscapes of the northern soil, then 
the snow swans (karang kurung), are 
noticed flying in the sky returning back 
to their habitat, even the rivers are not 
too cold for fishes, and are seen moving 
up hills to northern side giving the hints 
of the seasona changes  “unbhaulee”. 
Since the season mature more and 
become favorable for agriculture, in the 
same period, we Kinraat celebrate the 
unbhaulee  with a group dance “Chandi 
naanch”  as the tradition, to mark as a 
holy period of cultural festival in order 
to show very high respect to the holy 
souls of the ancestors who had been 
blended together to the nature and to 
the earth.

Undhaulee:

As the winter starts undhaulee starts from 
the month of Bhadra to the last of Magh 
(September-February).Unbhaulee gave 
us very beautiful gifts, huge amount 
of agricultural crops, during Mangsir 
(October/November). Now again snow 
swan take a long fly in the sky with an 
adventurous journey to warmer places to 
the south to be protected from extreme 
cold; so does the river fish in rivers 
during that time giving us the hints of 
seasonal changes. During this season, 
kiraat Rai celebrate Undhaulee to invite 
the holy souls to share the happiness 
and to express the their gratitude for 
gracing their offspring, where before 
sharing the first crops among ourselves, 
first we would like to serve it to the soul 
of our ancestors during the Mangsir 
Purnima. Uundhaulee festival also 
shows a gesture of very high respect, 
spiritual obligation and is followed as 
the tradition and maintained as cultural 
bond among Kinraat Rai community in 
Nepal as well as in abroad.

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On a cold afternoon in New York, a small 
crowd of Nepalis and Americans, both 
young and old alike, gathered at a hall 
in Columbia University’s 634W building. 
After a brief introduction in English, 
Gagan Thapa, standing alone in front of 
a white wall with curious faces looking 
on, began to flow in Nepali, almost 
always directly looking into his audience 
and never into the three sheets of paper 
and notebook on a table behind which 
he stood. He articulated each argument 
perfectly, and every now and then he 
drove the audience to a spontaneous 
applause as Americans fluent in Nepali 
smiled and quickly discussed what he 
had just said and the Nepalis shook 
their head in agreement while some 
of them continued to take photos and 
make notes. New York was the Gagan 
Thapa’s last stop on his month long US 
tour initiated by the State Department’s 
international exchange program on 20 
September, from Washington DC. 

In Spring 2004, Nepal Student Union, 
conceived by the Congress party, 
celebrated it’s 35th anniversary. During 
the wet afternoon function marking 
the event at Ratna Rajya campus in 
Bagbazaar, then NSU General Secretary 
Gagan Thapa said, “The history we 
were taught was the history written by 
those who are in power. It is time we 
hold a rock in one hand, and a pen in 
the other, and fight to re-write history, 
to make history.” The crowd spontane-
ously burst into an applause as party 
president Girija Prasad, who was sitting 
behind the podium on a temporary 
stage with leaky tent for a ceiling,  
occasionally glanced at the dark skies 
above before shifting his eyes to those 
gathered in front of them. While another 

member of the NSU 
stood on the podium 
and began speaking, 
the skies broke up and 
those gathered at the 
venue began to run for 
dry shelter. “If you can’t 
even take a little bit of 
rain, how do you plan to 
take on a revolution?” 
the party president, 
quickly grabbing 
the microphone, 
questioned the 
audience.  Sure enough, 
the embarrassed 
crowd applauded and 
returned to the soggy 
grounds where they 
had been sitting. No 
two people who took 
the podium that day 
commanded more respect than Gagan 
Thapa and Congress party’s president 
Girija Prasad Koirala. 

It is no surprise Gagan Thapa has 
emerged as one of the key student 
activists in Nepal today. He is one of 
the most out- spoken members of the 
Congress party who not only questions 
the role of the Monarchy in Nepal but 
also the leadership of his party itself. 
But not without consequences. He has 
been arrested several times in the last 
two years and is currently on trial, facing 
charges of sedition for having spoken 
against the King. In summer 2004, soon 
after NSU’s 35th anniversary, party 
president Girija relieved Gagan Thapa 
and two other high ranking elected 
leaders of NSU without any publicly 
justified cause. He then filled up the 
positions by nomination. In August this 

year, he contested for NSU’s presidency 
while in prison, and won a vast majority 
of support from students. But opposing 
candidates instigated trouble at a NSU 
convention in Pokhara, which ended up 
as one of the most violent NSU events 
ever. Soon after, Girija accused him of 
being a “palace agent.” He later denied 
of making those accusations after 
Gagan Thapa publicly challenged the 
party president for proof to his claims.  
“The Koirala family is a political dynasty 
in Nepal, and so a lot of the people 
within the party always support them, 
almost out of a subconscious fear that 
going against them would have reper-
cussions,” he explained at an Indian fast 
food cafe in Bleecker Street, day before 
leaving for the UK after which he would 
travel back to Nepal. “And in the party, 
even if you are speaking against one 
of the Koiralas, you have to be on the 
good books of another Koirala to make 
sure there are no repercussions.” There 
are already rumours that the Congress 
party is trying to setup new comissions 

and assign pwer to other younger 
activists in the party while Gagan Thapa 
was on tour in the US. 

One of the biggest challenges for Gagan 
Thapa, and NSU, is that people now 
immediately associate them as mouth 
pieces for old corrupt leaders like Girija. 
But often people don’t realise that 
student activists are now challending 
their party leaders. “When leaders of 
the Congress and Communist parties 
were meeting with the King to negotiate 
last year, it was the student unions on 
the streets protestinng against the 
compromise being made with the King,” 
Gagan said. “People don’t understand 
that we have more questions for our 
party leaders than they can imagine.”  

Many people have questioned why 
Gagan Thapa continues to be under

the umbrella of the Congress party 
despite everything. “Its like a bus,” he 
explains. “We know the driver is bad 
and he will cause an accident. But 
only a few passengers in the bus want 
to replace the driver.  What I am trying 
to say is, don’t just stand outside, step 
into the bus and replace the people 
who believe in this bad driver, and then 
change the driver.”  Plus, for now, the 
student activist isn’t established enough 
to independently challenge the existing 
parties like Congress. 

NSU and other student unions have, 
however,  already pressured their 
respective parties to make a lot of 
changes in party policies. One such 
major change for the the Congress 
party was their firm stand on protecting 
the constitutional monarchy. “When 
you become a member of the Congress 
party, one of the oaths you take is 
that you will support a constitutional 
monarch,” Gagan said. “But in the last 
two years, because of the pressure put 
by NSU, the party no longer supports 

that clause.”  The 
argument for not compro-
mising with the Monarchy 
is based on the fact that 
repeatedly the Monarchy 
has compromised with 
the people when they feel 
insecure, only to become 
stronger and turn on 
them. 

When Gagan Thapa 
reaches Kathmandu, his 
first priorities will be to 
help with the major 7- 
party protest rally being 
organised after Tihar, 
while fighting charges of 
sedition. Then, the next 
big challenge for Gagan 
Thapa and his supporters 
is to generate a sense of 
pro-activeness amongst 

the high school to college student age 
bracket. “It is important for this age 
group to become active,” he said. “but 
figuring out how to make that happen 
has been very challenging.” 

Listening to Gagan Thapa speak is a 
refreshing change from the bhashans of 
aging power hungry politicians. There 
is truth to his arguments against the 
system and the Monarchy, passionate 
conviction in his delivery and a sense of 
genuine ambition to make the changes 
his allies and he are fighting for. But are 
there enough Nepalis willing to join this 
fight in one way or the other?

It will be strictly trance music from 
8PM to 6AM. Then we’re also taking 
PartyNepal on the road to Dharan and 
Pokhara, do some parties there.

“The concept of Atomic Bush as a band 
came about during the Rock Fever gig 
at Bhu-pu,” remembers Bibhushan. 
“That was when we decided to take on 
this ‘experiment’ seriously.”  

Listing Planet X, Dream Theater, Liquid 
Tension Experiment, King Crimson 

and Trilok Gurtu among their many 
influences, the band believes in sponta-
neity and passion. Their compositions 
are jam-based rather than having been 
conceptualized beforehand. While 
most are instrumentals, the boys are 
also working on compositions with 
lyrics. Their song, Ma Saano Prakash 
Pyudai Chhu, was very well-received 
at Rock Heads, and the boys admit 
this connection with the audience is 
an encouragement. “People here are 

subjected to crap,” Bibhushan says, 
referring to the commercial pop music 
scene in Nepal. “They need to be 
exposed to some quality music so that 
they can learn to be selective.”

Speaking about the Rock Heads 
experience, the boys were impressed 
with the competing bands. “Vhumi and 
Fallen were really good,” Bibhushan 
says. “Being neck to neck with Cruentus 
was also pretty exciting.” Cruentus, 
the metal band, has won severl local 
band contests in the past. Atomic Bush 
claims their win was totally unexpected, 
but most people would disagree- they 
clearly deserved it. While a percentage 
of the cash prize was donated to 
KtmRocks magazine, the boys plan on 
spending the rest on equipment. What 
next? “We’ll be recording an album 
shortly,” promises Bibhushan. “But for 
now, we have a couple of gigs coming 
up, so we’re going to be concentrating 
on that.” 

The Music

Progressive rock began in England in 
the 1960s. Drawing influences from 
classical music and jazz fusion, this is 
a genre fairly unexplored in Nepal. “Its 
difficult to define it in a conclusive way,” 
says Bibhushan. “There is probably no 
single element that can be considered 
to be ‘progressive rock’. Common fea-
tures, yeah, but not universal ones. It’s 
a matter of perception.”  Progressive 

rock was believed to have reached the 
peak of its popularity in the 1970s, with 
acts such as Pink Floyd, King Crimson, 
Jethro Tull and Genesis defining the 
genre. But even these bands were not 
alike in their musical output.

“For me, its about defying technicality,” 
explains Bibhushan. “I can’t speak for 
everyone, but I think progressive rock is 
more about complexity than virtuosity.” 
On a surface glance, this genre appears 
to consist of odd time signatures and 
scales, a wide variety of instruments, 
complicated solos and unusual vocal 
styles. But musicians will tell you how 
technicality becomes second priority 
as opposed to the frame of mind and 
vision that is necessary. It is precisely 
this challenge of being imaginative and 
expressive that the boys of Atomic Bush 
appear to have embraced.

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The only group of musicisnas ot 
breakthrough internationally have been 
Sur Sudha, who reached the No.1 spot 
on Billboards Charts in the International 
Music charts with their traditional 
folk music. But the genere has been 
struggling at home over the years and 
has had little significant international 
acclaim, perhaps with the exceptions 
of few individual artsts like the flutist 
Manose Singh, who recently worked 
with Robby Kreiger, the drummer of 
the rock group The Doors. Rooted in 
the traditions of art and community, 
it survived best among people and 
societies untouched by elements of 
commercialization. But with the growth 
of urban influence and the rise of popular 
music came its decline, and today, it is 
no longer practiced extensively, except 
in isolated areas or among hobbyists. 
It is in reviving and preserving this lost 
tradition that the members of Kutumba 
found their calling.

Background

“Basically, our purpose was to bring 
to life as many traditional Nepali 
instruments as possible,” explains Pavit 
Maharjan, who plays assorted local 
percussions in the band. “It was to 
restore folk music to its rightful place,” 
he adds.  Once part of the Shukrabar 

team, a monthly event for classical and 
traditional artists in Nepal, the band 
soon realized that instead of classical 
music, they wanted to focus on playing 
folk. And so, Kutumba was formed in 
February 2004 with seven members- 
Rubin Kumar Shrestha and Suresh Kaji 
Shrestha on flute, Rashil Palanchoke on 
sarangi, Arun Manandhar on tungna, 
Pavit and Raju Maharjan on percussions 
and Shambhu Manandhar on effects. 

Their initial collaborations resulted in 
the self-titled debut album “Kutumba”, 
which was released in May 2004. All 10 
tracks on the record were improvised 
versions of popular folk tunes and it was 
well-received. Following closely at the 
heels of the album’s success was “Folk 
Roots”, their sophomore compilation, 
released in November, which consisted 
once more, of 10 beautifully improvised 
folk melodies. While recording is a big 
part of the band’s concern, it is playing 
live that remains their true passion. 
“We’ve performed numerous times at 
the Patan Museum and the Yala Maya 
Kendra,” remembers Pavit. “We’ve also 
participated in many fundraisers and 
charity events, played around Thamel, 
Kirtipur, and quite a few other places as 
well,” he says. 

Kutumba: Not Just Another Folk Group

Exploring Our Folk Roots
 
With its diverse ethnic influences, 
religions and languages, Nepal has 
a rich cultural and artistic heritage. 
Instruments like the sarangi were played 
by the ‘gaine’, originally fishermen, now 
traveling minstrels. The ‘damai’, on the 
other hand, who are both musicians and 
tailors, participate in panchai baja, a form 
of band consisting of drums, cymbals 
and shawns. The ancient Newars, 
however, have rhythms that are mostly 
percussion-based, accompanied by 
flute. The music has been passed down 
by oral tradition for generations and it 
brings with it a sense of community.

Folk music is, therefore, in the original 
sense of the term, music by and of 
the people. “Its completely authentic,” 
claims Pavit. “It speaks of a way of life 
that existed in the past that needs to 
be conserved.” In a country where its 
practically unheard of for young people 
to take up this genre of music, Kutumba 
has managed to defy the odds and 
is now in a league of its own. “What 
makes us different is the fact that we’re 
non-commercial,” says Pavit. “We don’t 
approve of packaging and distributing 
music for the sole purpose of making 
a profit.”  

What’s coming up?

Kutumba’s yet-untitled third album is 
due sometime after Tihar (November). 
This time, they’ve focused more on 
original compositions rather than play 
around with older tunes. They have 
also dug up an impressive collection 
of rare old instruments and have been 
experimenting with them, trying to 
find new sounds. “We’ve attempted 
to find new styles and fresh ideas,” 
explains Pavit. “We’re not professional 
musicians; we learn more and more as 
we go along.” Recorded in Little Star 
Studio over a period of six months, the 
band has completed seven tracks for 
the new album and three more are in 
the offing.

Nepal one step down in 
FIFA world ranking

Nepal, being bereft from International 
matches since 2004, has stepped down 
one more step to 180 with 142 points 
in the FIFA world ranking for October, 
published by FIFA. Pakistan team has 
retained its 169th positions while others 
south Asian countries: India, Maldives, 
Sri Lanka and Bangladesh are also 
ahead of Nepal. Bhutan is in 189th 
position while Japan has moved up to 
16th in the world making it the top list in 

amongst Asian countries.

Nepal eyes AFC Challenge

Nepal has a good chance of co-hosting 
the Asian Football Confederation (AFC) 
Challenge Cup in 2006, according to 
visiting AFC Vice-president Mani Lal 
Fernando. The Sri Lankan who was 
in Kathmandu to attend a decoration 
ceremony said that the successful 
organization of AFC President’s Cup 
in April/May this year has convinced 
AFC that the country is capable of 
hosting the 16-nation AFC ‘C’ category 
championship. Fernando came to 
Kathmandu to receive the Prabal 
Gorkha Dakshin Bahu bestowed upon 
by King Gyanendra for his support in 
the organization of AFC President’s 
Cup. He, along with AFC President 
Mohammad Bin Hammam, was 
honored with the award but the latter 
could not attend the function due to 
flight problems. The decision of hosting 
AFC challenge Cup will be decided at 
the AFC ex-co meeting on November 
27.

Besides Bohara’s 
participation in Korea, Nepal has not 
entered in international marathons, 
except for regional events like SAF 
Games.
